Medical Clearance for OSH and LSH
1. When potential State Hospital patient is at the ER/Hospital:
The following list of labs is requested. Note: additional labs may be requested based on additional medical history. 
Basics:
· CBC
· CMP
· U/A
· UDS
· Pregnancy test (for females of childbearing age)
· Blood alcohol level: anyone who shows up intoxicated or suspected to be intoxicated
· Labs needed for certain conditions (example: TSH/free T4 for thyroid issues, HgBA1C for diabetics or whole blood glucose levels)
· Levels for overdoses with substances like Tylenol
· COVID test preferred for patients coming from densely populated counties


2. When potential State Hospital patient is at a crisis house or in jail:
The following list of labs is requested. Note: additional labs may be requested based on additional medical history. 

Basics:
· Vital signs preferred 
· COVID test preferred for patients coming from densely populated counties
· COVID test required in case of confirmed COVID outbreak at current location

3. When potential State Hospital patient is at an NFMH or a Nursing Home:
The following list of labs is requested. Note: additional labs may be requested based on additional medical history. 

Basics:
· Most recent labs available
· Vital signs preferred 
· COVID test preferred for patients coming from densely populated counties
· COVID test required in case of confirmed COVID outbreak at current location
